which the firm has published, but it has been the
privilege of only a few to know the more inti-
mate record of Dr. D’Ooge’s career. A statement
of the chief events and honors in it, given in the * American
Blue Book,” is as follows:

““ D'0oge, Benjamin Leonard :

* Professor of Latin; born in Grand Rapids, Michigan, Jan-
uary 1o, 1860; son of Leonard D’Ooge and Johanna (Quintus)
D'0oge. He was graduated from the University of Michigan as
B.A.in 1881 and M.A. in 1884, and from the University of Bonn,
Germany, as Ph.D. in rgor. He was principal of the high school
at Coldwater, Michigan, from 1881 to 1883, instructor in Latin at
the University of Michigan in 1884 and 1885, and has been pro-
fessor of Latin at the Michigan State Normal College since 1886.
He was also nonresident lecturer in the University of Michigan
from 1888 to 18g0. Dr. D'Ooge is editor and auithor of a large
number of Latin textbooks. He traveled in Europe, especially
in Italy, Greece, and Sicily, from 1899 to 1901, and again in
19og and igro. Dr. D'Ooge is a member of the American

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older teachers of the classics looked upon the new teacher as
quite a heretic. However, he succeeded in stirring up an aston-
ishing and very encouraging degree of interest among the girls
and boys. After three years in the public schools he was called
to the University of Michigan, where he taught for two years
and then went to the school where he is now.

In 1893 came the famous report of the Committee of Ten,
which did so much tobreak up the rigidity of the course, and soon
thereafter Ginn and Company began the publication of the
School Classics, which pointed the way to better things. It was
about this time that Mr. Henry H. Hilton first met Dr. D'Ooge.
One day at Ann Arbor, at a meeting of the Michigan School-
masters Club, Mr. Hilton and Dr. D'Ooge arranged for the
preparation of “ Viri Romae,” with which Dr. D'Ooge at once
proceeded.

It was published in 18g5. Mr. Ginn was much pleased and
wrote Dr. D'Ooge, ** Your work is so good that we want all we
can get of it," and thereafter Dr. D'Qoge never got his fingers
out of printer’s ink. In 1897 ““ Easy Latin for Sight Reading "
was published. Inthe same year he was invited to collaborate
with Professor James B. Greenough and Mr. M. Grant Daniell
in the revision of Allen and Greenough’s ““Cmsar,” and after
this was published they prepared ** Second Year Latin," which
was published in 1899. A little later he was asked to assist in
the revision of Allen and Greenough’s ““ Latin Grammar.** This
was published in 1903. Next the house asked him to prepare
a Latin Composition. In this some original ideas on the sub-
ject were put into execution. The book was published in 1904
and was very cordially received. All this time the now suc-
cessful author had been planning, when the time should be
favorable, to prepare a book for beginners, for he felt that here
especially there was a chance to do something useful and
original. Since the arid days of his boyhood he had seen
nothing that seemed to be adapted entirely to the capacity and
interest of the child. “‘Latin for Beginners" was begun in
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the fall of 1go8. Another reason that actuated Dr. D'Ooge was
that his son was ready to begin the study of Latin, and he desired
that his boy should have a happier time of it than his father had
had before him. The boy and the father began together. The
pages were studied by the pupil as they came fresh from the
pen, and whenever anything blind or difficult was found, it was
revised and simplified to suit his comprehension. It was for
good reason, therefore, that when all was done, the book was
dedicated to the son. The two things that interest children
most, perhaps, are stories and pictures, and that is why the
book is so rich in both. The pictures were prepared especially
for the book, and to no feature did the author devote more
attention. The four colored plates and the story of Publius
Lentulus are the climax of the book. In 1908-1g90g9 the author
was in Italy, and while there he saw the originals of the fron-

it tispiece and the picture facing page s2. They were so fine that
he determined that he must have them, 80 he secured fine photo-
graphs of them (which were afterwards colored by the artist)
and wove them into the story. The success of the book in the
short time since the publication has been so pronounced that
the author feels assured that he has achieved his object, namely,
to give the children something alive and interesting, something
attractive and easy to understand.

It may be wondered how Dr. D’0Ooge, with a heavy teaching
schedule, committee work, and other outside interests is able
to accomplish so much literary work. One reason is that he
is blessed with splendid health and can work more hours a
day than most men. Another is that he does not scatter his
energies, but follows a definite plan and divides his time care-
fully, 50 that every hour has its appointed task.

Do not get the impression that Dr. D'Ooge works all the
time. He enjoys outdoor sports, especially golf, tennis, sailing,
and fishing, and he is a master hand at loafing when he gets
the chance. He also likes to garden, and he spends a good deal
of time working on his place. In these various ways he keeps
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
